EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. Lower Extremities: Scabbed papules discretely distributed in the mid one-third of lower extremities. No migrating erythema. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge. No tenderness to palpation. Site is not hot to touch.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Infected insect bite (much improved).

2. Rash (getting better).
PLAN: The patient was advised to continue medications he was prescribed on 04/04/2025, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
