The patient was seen by telehealth. They have consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he has been doing all right. He has been taking all his medications at bedtime that is Prolixin 5 mg twice a day and Zyprexa 20 mg daily. He described the medication has been working. He denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has been sleeping and eating all right. He also indicates that he is undergone psychiatric evaluation at Forensic Center last week and his court hearing is coming on coming Thursday. He has discussed with his attorney and they have not yet made any decision then he will see what will happen. I further asked whether he get paranoid at times but he denies any suicidal problem. Even I recommended to see a therapist on a regular basis but he does not entertain the idea. The patient was also explained that since he got psychological evaluation at Forensic Center, I would like to see a report he can request from his attorney. I would like to see his functioning to which he agreed. The patient was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was anxious. Speech was clear. The patient denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia, restlessness or tremors. Judgment and insight seems to be limited.

ASSESSMENT:  Schizophrenia chronic paranoid and symptomatically stable. Denies any symptoms of depression, anxiety, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts or any hallucinations or delusion.
PLAN: Continue on fluphenazine 5 mg b.i.d. and Zyprexa 20 mg daily. A 30-days supply was ordered. The patient described that he is on suspended license and the court will decide to make further decision in coming week.

PROGNOSES: Guarded.
