Thank you for referring Ms. Denise Claudio for Infectious Diseases evaluation.
As you know, the patient is a 66-year-old female, who presented to my office for followup of her right knee infection. The patient had undergone primary right total knee arthroplasty on 12/17/2024 in an outpatient facility; however, postoperatively developed right periprosthetic tibial fracture requiring revision of the right total knee arthroplasty, which took place on January 10, 2025, and at that time, was found to have serosanguineous drainage, cultures eventually grew E. coli. She underwent right knee incision and drainage with polyethylene exchange complex closure on January 5, 2025 and was treated with a long course of IV antibiotics for E. coli. Recently, she was readmitted due to wound dehiscence requiring a gastrocnemius flap to the right knee. Recent cultures were positive for vancomycin-resistant Enterococcus which was treated with p.o./oral Zyvox as well as Diflucan. This has been completed and she will be treated with topical Santyl going forward. At this time, the wound is healing with a small area of fatty necrosis with no purulence, no redness, no drainage.
We will follow along with you and add further recommendation as needed.
Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
