CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 70-year-old female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 70-year-old female who reports episodic left-sided chest discomfort of several months’ duration. The chest discomfort felt like as if someone was being struck on the left side of the chest. Her symptoms have been nonrecurrent. She has no chest pain, but reports fluttering with exertion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Back and neck pain.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Back surgery x 2.

2. Abdominal surgery x 2.

3. Hysterectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Norco 10/325 mg p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has distant history of cigarette smoking of greater than 30 years ago. There is no alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/97, pulse 66, respiratory rate 16, height 63.5”, and weight 112.8 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm with a soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. There is no increased JVD. The pulses are symmetrical drop.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 47 beats per minute. There is nonspecific T-wave abnormality present.
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IMPRESSION: A 70-year-old female referred for cardiovascular evaluation. She has chest pain. The chest pain is unlikely to be cardiac. In addition, she has history of migraine. She has abnormal EKG.

PLAN: We will continue current medications as ordered.
