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DOB: 
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This is an 82-year-old woman currently on hospice being recertified today. She has a history of upper lobe right-sided lung cancer.
The patient is oriented to person only. She is now having more episodes of confusion, increased weakness, bowel and bladder incontinence, frequent falls to the point that she is basically bed and chair bound. She has had increased shortness of breath and using oxygen at all times. Her KPS is at 40%. She needs help with ADL. She has bowel and bladder incontinence. She requires 4 L of oxygen at all times. Her MAC has dropped to 24.3 on the left side.
She has lost weight. She is only consuming 10% of her meals at this time. The patient is requiring pain medications around the clock to keep her comfortable. She has lost tremendous amount of weight. She continues to lose weight. Her protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss are unavoidable; most likely, the patient has less than six months to live.
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
