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This is an 85-year-old woman currently on hospice with Alzheimer's disease unspecified. The patient is totally now disoriented, not oriented to person, place or time. The patient is confused. She has increased weakness, ADL dependency. The patient has now become nonverbal. The patient has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient’s palliative performance score is 20%, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a PEG in place and her diminished mental status is expected. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. It is important to mention that her FAST score has now dropped down to 7F. Other comorbidities include seizures, hypothyroidism, hypertension, and gastroesophageal reflux disease. Overall prognosis is quite poor for this woman.
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
