CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complained of skin tag on the scalp and neck along with acne.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has noticed skin tags on the neck and also there are few raised darker skin patches ranging from 0.25 cm to 0.5 cm. They are nontender. No bleeding. The patient also has acne.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with family and he is single. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient goes to college.
ALLERGIES: None.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals small skin lesions consistent with keratosis. There is no lymph node enlargement or tenderness. There are few skin tags on the neck and has history of acne.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
