CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of neck pain, low back pain, high fasting blood glucose, and wants to have a hearing test.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has neck pain on and off and the pain level is 4 or 5. There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities.

The patient also complained of low back pain and the pain level is 4 or 5 again it is worse upon exertion and there is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities.

The patient stated that his fasting blood glucose is ranging from 140 to 170 mg/dL.
The patient wants to get hearing test and his insurance is requesting. The patient denied any hearing loss.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable. Tympanic membranes are intact.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals minor tenderness of the cervical spine soft tissues and also the patient has tenderness of the paralumbar soft tissues and forward flexion is painful at 90 degrees.
