PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x 3, very active, non-ill appearing child.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No rebound. No guarding. No straight leg raise. Negative heel tap.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

LABS: Testing in the office, UA showed positive protein and ketones.

ASSESSMENT: Urinary tract infection.

PLAN: We will treat with Macrobid. Advised to follow up with PCP for additional testing and possibly kidney as concerned due to the protein and ketones in urine as well as lab work for hemoglobin A1c as we are not her primary and she is to follow up with her primary for that additional testing The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
