HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Franklin is a 67-year-old very vivacious young lady who works at Lowe’s here in the Kingwood area. She is divorced. She has three boys. She tells me that she does smoke. She does not want to quit smoking. She does not drink alcohol. She had hysterectomy previously and does not have any periods. She has no perimenopausal symptoms at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, and history of DVT in the past.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Thyroidectomy right side, stent in the lower left side groin, hysterectomy, and appendectomy.
MEDICATIONS: She takes Plavix and Zocor 75 mg and 40 mg respectively. She states that previously she was taking the medication for diabetes, but she quit taking it; she just did not like the way it made her feel.
ALLERGIES: TETANUS and HYDROCODONE.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: No.
MAINTENANCE EXAMINATION: Colonoscopy is up-to-date. Mammogram is up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of dementia. Father died of some kind of cancer; she does not know why.
She has no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. The patient is scheduled for blood work today.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 145 pounds, has lost a few pounds because of osmotic diuresis probably.
LABS: Lab work is being done today.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Because of her diabetes, we looked at her legs. She does have mild PVD. No sign of DVT. Because of her symptoms of coronary artery disease and stents in the legs, we looked at her carotid that was within normal limits.
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2. Status post hysterectomy.
3. She still has the gallbladder, no stones noted which is amazing in a diabetic of 66 years old.
4. Mild gastroesophageal reflux.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

6. Check blood work.

7. Peripheral vascular disease.

8. Carotid stenosis 25 to 30%.
9. Echocardiogram is within normal limits.

10. I will have her come back in two weeks to go over the results.

11. Leg pain and arm pain multifactorial.

12. Left thyroid has a thyroid nodule 0.3 cm.

13. Right thyroid has been removed.

14. Minimal lymphadenopathy.

15. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving.
