Ryan Bartlett has been seen in the office since 2012.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

He has had diabetes since the age of 12 and more recently has been treated with an insulin pump, Tandem T: Slim.

His overall control in the recent past has been satisfactory.

He only has background retinopathy as complication from his diabetes and has no other evidence of microvascular disease.

General review on this recent visit was unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 102/60 and weight 169 pounds. Neck examination was unremarkable. No lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination is intact.

Recent Lab Studies: TSH 0.98, urine microalbumin less than 7, testosterone 433, LDL cholesterol 69, HDL 83, and triglyceride 159.

Recent hemoglobin A1c of 6.6%.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control and minimal microvascular complications. He currently is on an insulin pump, T: Slim Tandem and appears to be doing quite well on this program.

As I retire in the near future, he is advised to follow with his primary doctor and in the long-term a new endocrinologist.
