CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 64-year-old African American female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 64-year-old female with multiple risk factors for coronary artery disease to include diabetes, hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, and obesity who is seen for initial evaluation.
