Samuel is a 61-year-old gentleman seen today for face-to-face evaluation.
He is currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. 

His condition was discussed with Elona who tells me that the patient is having more shortness of breath. He is basically chair and bedbound. He has increased weakness. His weakness is associated with his shortness of breath and has bowel and bladder incontinence.

He is O2 dependent now. He used to take his O2 off from time-to-time, but he is so short of breath that he dares not to. His O2 sat is 92% on 2L. He belongs to New York Heart Association class IV of heart failure associated with shortness of breath at all times including with or without activity.

He sleeps on four pillows. He has orthopnea. He has PND. He has cardiac cachexia. He has decreased weight.

He is bowel and bladder incontinent as I mentioned and requires help with all ADL.

He also has had a stroke with left-sided weakness. He is staying in bed now 14-16 hours a day. His left-sided weakness appears to have gotten worse because of generalized weakness. I explained to Elona. His blood pressure is slightly elevated because of his anxiety regarding shortness of breath 160/95. He also suffers from coronary artery disease, hypertension, dementia, confusion, hypoxemia, decreased mentation related to hypoperfusion, left-sided weakness, and history of stroke. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. Samuel Robinson’s recent KPS was reported at 24 left MAC. As far as his FAST score is concerned, he has FAST score of 6E.
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
