Dear Dr. Strom:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Robinson who was seen in consultation on December 5, 2024, for advanced renal failure, which fluctuates between stage IIIB and stage IV.  He is feeling very well although he has lost 4 to 5 pounds since his initial consultation.  He does follow a strict no salt diet and he is accompanied by his wife today for this visit.  He states he is feeling well, very pleasant and cooperative.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  Chronic urinary incontinence without cloudiness, pain or blood.  He does follow a strict low sodium diet.  He is physically active and he has had left lower extremity amputation more than 20 years ago and does use a prosthesis and he does use naproxen very very rarely for phantom pain in the left leg that really has not occurred for more than a year.  He states he has not really used that medication for more than a year.
Medications:  Crestor 10 mg daily, metoprolol 50 mg one and half tablet daily, Lasix 40 mg daily and aspirin 81 mg daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight 195 pounds, pulse 56 and blood pressure 134/64.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear with a prolonged expiratory phase throughout.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No edema in the right lower extremity.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done March 19, 2025, creatinine is 1.8 and that is improved, previous level was 2.0, estimated GFR is 36 and calcium 8.7.  Electrolytes normal.  Albumin 3.5, phosphorus 3.1 and hemoglobin is 14.2 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We have asked him to continue getting labs every three months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled on current medications.
3. History of congestive heart failure without exacerbation.  He will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
