Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Jamie with stage IV chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Her last visit was October 28, 2024.  Since that time she did have a referral to University of Michigan Transplant Clinic for evaluation for kidney transplant and they felt she was a very good candidate for kidney transplant and her mother and sister currently are being worked up to see if they are appropriate matches for her.  She was a premature baby born with cerebral palsy and seizure disorder and she was diagnosed with kidney disease just two years ago and has been very rapidly progressive since that time.  Creatinine initially was 1.6 and the most recent level April 7, 2025, is up to 3.73 and so the patient actually had a left upper extremity fistula placed that did have a clot, but that was declotted and that is doing better and the transplant clinic wants her to have EGD scope done and that is scheduled for 04/25/25 due to dysphagia and she also has other workup that will be done and CT of the abdomen and dental clearance, cardiology clearance and other things to.  Hopefully she will get the transplant list very quickly and hopefully get a transplant before dialysis would be necessary.  Her mother notices that she has some puffiness in her face after she has been lying down for a while, but it goes away quickly when she sits up in a chair.  She does try to restrict her fluid intake and she does follow a low-salt diet.  No current chest pain or palpitations.  No nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or blood and she is urinating well without cloudiness or blood and the fistulas in the left upper extremity.
Medications:  She is on Kayexalate 15 g on Monday, Wednesday and Friday for hyperkalemia treatment, sodium bicarbonate 650 mg twice a day, Norvasc 10 mg daily.  She is on the divalproex sodium 250 mg three times a day, metoprolol is 25 mg daily, Celexa 20 mg daily and Volnea birth control pills daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight 120 pounds and blood pressure 147/71.
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Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done April 7, 2025, creatinine was 3.73, sodium 132, potassium 5.0, carbon dioxide is 18, albumin 3.1, BUN 52, calcium 9.0, hemoglobin is 10.7 with normal white count and normal platelets.  Phosphorus is 3.7.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IV-V chronic kidney disease with rapid progression.  We have asked her to now do labs every two weeks and a new lab order was sent up to Mount Pleasant as well as a copy was sent to the patient.  She does understand what the symptoms of progressive uremia, which she does not have any currently and she will call and report those symptoms to this office immediately.  She is going to have a followup visit with this practice in one month.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
