Dear Nikki:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Schnepp who was seen in consultation on December 3, 2024, for stage III be chronic kidney disease, hypertension and dilated cardiomyopathy.  He did travel to Florida over the winter.  He did have a very bad fall and he fractured several ribs in January 2025 in Florida and is still recovering.  He still has a lot of tenderness in the ribs and he has been unable to try to golf ever since that injury.  Before he left for Florida he had a renal artery Doppler study done and that was done in Midland on 12/04/24 it showed less than 60% right renal artery possible stenosis, but there also was a greater than 60% of the left renal artery probable stenosis.  It was mild enough that we felt could wait until he came back from Florida and then we will schedule him now for an angiogram of the left kidney artery and that may be able to be done in Alma or we may have to do it in Midland just depending upon the availability of someone to do an angiogram and he wants to get it done as soon as possible just so that he can enjoy the rest of his summer.  He is currently having pretty well controlled blood pressure on his current medications, which are amlodipine 10 mg daily, bisoprolol 5 mg daily, lisinopril 20 mg daily and Dyazide 37.5/25 mg daily.
Medications:  Amiodarone and low dose aspirin.  He takes calcium, glimepiride, niacin, omeprazole, vitamin B12, Xarelto 20 mg daily, Flonase and magnesium oxide 400 mg twice a day.
He currently denies chest pain or palpitations.  No changes in minimal dyspnea on exertion.  No current edema or claudication symptoms.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  He has past history of atrial fibrillation that is why he is on Xarelto.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 262 pounds, pulse 55 and blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff 140/60.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  He does have bilateral femoral bruits.  No edema.
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Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done January 23, 2025, he will need updated lab studies now and we should do those before the angiogram also.  The creatinine is 2.05, estimated GFR is 32, sodium 141, potassium was 5.4 previous level was 5.1, carbon dioxide 26, calcium is 9.3, phosphorus 3.9, albumin 4.3 and intact parathyroid hormone 67.  His hemoglobin is 12.2 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease.  We do need repeat labs before he can have an angiogram of the kidney arteries.
2. Hypertension is currently well controlled on his current medications, but it is suspected that he has some left renal artery stenosis therefore the angiogram will be scheduled.
3. Dilated cardiomyopathy that is currently stable and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
