HISTORY: This is a 5-year-old child accompanied by mother here with rash on his face. Mother stated that the child was sent home because the school nurse thinks his lesion is very contagious and he should be out of school.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and negative.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to secondhand smoke.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has hypertension and diabetes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother denies itching and stated when she touched the child does not appear to be in pain. All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

FACE: On the left side of his face; there is a well-circumscribed, erythematous, maculopapular rash with a well-circumscribed with clearly defined border and scaly surface.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Tinea cruris.
2. Unspecified rash.
PLAN: Today, the patient was given the following prescription: Ketoconazole 2% cream apply b.i.d. for 14 days. Mother was advised to keep site covered, so while the lesion is contagious keeping a cover could prevent the spread to the other kids in school.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
