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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in Fort Drum in New York in 2018.  The patient was sitting as a passenger in a military truck.  The patient was sitting in the front.  It was under heavy snow.  The truck hit the pole.  The patient tells me that it hit the head against the metal parts in the truck.  The patient tells me that hit front and back of the head.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient was confused and disoriented after the impact.  The patient tells me that he had head pain and confusion for several days.
The patient tells me that in Fort Drum, New York in 2018, he also had seizure twice.  According to the patient that he has seizures twice in 2018.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness and fell down and hit the head.  This happened twice.  When he woke-up, the patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation from the impact to the head on to the ground.
The patient currently of symptoms include chronic headaches, brain fog, memory loss, concentration difficulty, constant migraines, difficulty to focus and concentrate.
The patient is currently not working.  The patient tells me that he is to be a driver.  The patient is not able to drive anymore because of his seizures according to the patient.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2018, in New York, the patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident in a military truck.  The patient was a passenger, riding a truck during heavy snow.  The military truck hit the pole, and then it hit the head against the metal part in the truck.  He hit the front and back of the head.  The patient had immediate head pain, severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient tells these symptoms showed next several days.  The patient also had seizure twice in the same year.  The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness and fell down and hit the ground twice and hit the head.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe confusion, disorientation and headaches.  It is my opinion that this injury to the head can cause traumatic brain injury symptoms.  His current headaches, brain fog, memory loss, confusion, and disorientation are likely residual symptoms from the traumatic brain injury.
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
