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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2003, the patient was in Iraq and Kuwait.  The patient was in a military truck.  There was many explosions and motor attacks.  The patient tells me that she was in a compound.  There were multiple motor attacks and explosions.  The patient tells me that she was in a military vehicle and she was bouncing around in the vehicle.  The patient tells me that she hit the head and she has head pain.  The patient also tells me that she had a tent pole that fell down and hit the top of the head.  She did not lose consciousness.  She just had significant head pain.
The patient tells me that she also significant PTSD symptoms.  She was diagnosed with PTSD and that she also has anxiety symptoms and panic attack symptoms.

The patient currently had significant panic attacks and anxiety symptoms.  The patient would avoid social gatherings.  The patient has mood swings.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient has difficulty remembering things, people names, time of the date and events.  The patient tells me that she is afraid to go to public place.  The patient tells me that she was diagnosed to have PTSD.
The patient is currently in army recruiter.  The patient tells me that her PTSD and memory deficits and anxiety symptoms are significant effecting doing her job.  The patient tells me that she has difficulty in profound steps and procedures.  She has difficulty remembering names.
It is my opinion that her symptoms are most likely due to PTSD.  Specifically her panic symptoms and anxiety symptoms avoiding social gatherings, mood swings, I believe that all results from her PTSD.  It is my opinion that the symptoms are not likely due to traumatic brain injury.
