This is an 80-year-old woman with advanced senile dementia of the brain currently on hospice as well as Alzheimer’s dementia. She has a history of Sundowners syndrome. She does not remember her name. Her daughter tells me that she has had increased agitation, confusion, and decreased appetite. She continues to have pain in her foot because of her neuropathy. She is currently on Neurontin to control those symptoms. She has ADL dependant and she has bowel and bladder incontinence and wears adult diapers. Agitation is controlled with medication, which is working pretty well at this time for her. She has a KPS score of 40%. FAST score of ______. MAC of ____ cm. Medical issues include diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, hypertension, and degenerative joint disease. Her blood pressure today was 140/88, pulse 82, respiratory rate 18, O2 sat on room air was 95%. Given the natural progression of her disease i.e. senile degeneration of the brain most likely has less than six months to live.
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
