Abdelaziz Hussein continues to follow the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 50 mcg, nine pills per week and insulin via the pump.

Currently, he is on Omnipod size pump and overall blood sugar control appears to be satisfactory.

His recent hemoglobin A1c was 6.4%, although he did have intermittent hypoglycemic reactions.

General review at this time is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/72, weight 191 pounds, and BMI is 26. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Other Lab Studies: GFR 90, creatinine 1.06, TSH 1.86, LDL 114, HDL 61, and urine microalbumin less than 7.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes, which is control with an insulin pump and overall good control with occasional hypoglycemic reactions. He also has hypothyroidism but does not appear to have microvascular complications from the diabetes at this point.

No other major changes made to the insulin pump on this visit, and as I now retire, he will require followup with a new endocrinologist.
