Trevor Hood has been seen in the office since 2014.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

4. Dyslipidemia.

Currently, he is treated with an iLet Beta Bionics pump and appears to be doing quite well.

His blood sugar is excellent with a recent hemoglobin A1c of 6.1%.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 112/60 and weight 207 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab test were satisfactory with LDL cholesterol 76, urine microalbumin less than 7, and microalbumin over creatinine ratio less than 5. TSH was previously in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, without microvascular complications and with a history of dyslipidemia.

Overall, no changes were made to his current program and I have now officially retired, he will require followup with a new endocrinologist.
