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A 65-year-old currently on hospice with history of heart failure, atrial fibrillation, shortness of breath, and low ejection fraction; New York American Heart Association class III now with slight improvement. O2 sats hovering around 94-95% without oxygen. The patient does have right-sided heart failure, pedal edema, wears diaper, bladder incontinent. She has cardiac cachexia, ADL dependency, orthopnea and PND. She uses three pillows every night to be able to sleep. Her KPS score is 40%. Her MAC is 29 cm on the left side. The patient also has generalized weakness, idiopathic neuropathy, abnormal weight loss, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, status post implantable cardiac defibrillator, status post coronary artery angioplasty, multiple. MAC has dropped from 32 to 29 at this time related to her weight loss. The patient has had recent abdominal pain and has been treated for gastroesophageal reflux. The patient lives with her kids who are primary caregivers as well. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
