CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough and temperature for the past three days. Mother states he was sent home from school with a temperature of 102 three days ago and decreased to 101 yesterday.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Past history of being in Texas Emergency Hospital overnight about a year ago with questionable FUO, urinary tract infection given unknown antibiotic, and also with history of bronchitis greater than a year ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Parental complaints of starching at his genitals, questionable dysuria. Mother is concerned about urinary tract infection because of decreased urination and dark urine, also with some itching around anus.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No complaints, negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu, COVID and strep testing and also had a urinalysis and culture and sensitivity because the mother is concerned.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Possible urinary tract infection, history of bronchitis, and pruritus groin, possible pinworms.
PLAN: Treated with Z-PAK and dextromethorphan for cough with history of bronchitis. Also, given Lotrisone to use in the groin as needed. No definite anal irritation identified. Mother is very anxious. Discussed with her today too. The patient is to follow up with PCP and here if needed. To increase fluids and evaluate lab work.
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
