HISTORY: This is a 26-year-old gentleman here with ear pain. The patient states pain has been going on and off for the past four weeks, but has gotten worse yesterday. He states pain is approximately 6/10 located in his right ear. He states the pain is non-radiating. He states he has a history of TMJ, but pain is a little different. He states pain seems like it is inside of his ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient is requesting prophylaxis vaccination for traveling to Brazil, Zimbabwe and South Africa. He states he is going to Brazil in about a week or 10 days, but to South Africa and Zimbabwe in a few months.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 135/71.

Pulse 65.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.3.
HEENT Normal. Ears: Right Ear: Erythematous tympanic membrane. Tympanic membrane has effusion, which appears purulent and dull to light reflex. No tragal tug. No external ear canal edema, erythema or bleeding or discharge.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
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SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Right otitis media.
2. Right ear pain.
3. Travel vaccine prophylaxis to Brazil.
PLAN: The patient was given the following prescription:
1. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
2. Motrin 800 mg one p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain #30.
3. Prophylaxis medication and vaccination as follows.

4. Doxycycline 100 mg, he will take one p.o. daily for two days prior to travelling; while in the country, he will take one p.o. daily for 10 days, the duration of his stay in the country and, on his return, he will continue to take one p.o. daily for 14 days for a total of #26 pills.

5. YF-Vax (yellow fever vaccination) 0.5 mL subQ x 1.
6. Havrix (hepatitis A vaccination) 1 mL IM now, second dose of 1 mL IM in 6 to 12 months.

7. Vivotif (typhoid vaccination) one capsule every other day for four doses.
He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
