HISTORY: This is a 31-year-old female with no significant past medical history, here with pain to her fifth digit right hand. The patient stated that approximately 10 days ago she was moving some stuff, tripped and fell hitting her pinkie finger. She states pain is approximately 6/10, increases with motion and touch, located on the dorsal surface of her finger. She states pain is non-radiating.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 117/80.

Pulse is 91.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

RIGHT HAND FIFTH DIGIT: Subcentimeter abrasion on the dorsal surface of her digit. Reduced range of motion secondary to pain. Tenderness to palpation in the region of the MIPJ. No deformity. Localized edema.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Mildly distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
EXTREMITIES: Except right hand, full range of motion. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Abrasion fifth digit right hand.
2. Contusion fifth digit right hand.
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PLAN: An x-ray was done of the patient’s finger. There are no acute fractures. There is soft tissue swelling.
The patient was offered Toradol for pain and she declined. She stated that pain is not that bad and she has medication at home which she will use. She declined prescription also. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. The patient will return in about 7 to 10 days for reevaluation.
