CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of papular rashes of the scrotum.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today as a followup after he has sexual intercourse and developed rashes. The patient’s herpes simplex serology was positive and he finished the course of acyclovir. He still has rashes. It is not pruritic. There is no discharge and there are no ulcerations.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, penile discharge or bleeding.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
GENITALIA: Examination reveals papular rashes on the shaft of the penis as well as on the scrotum. They are nontender and no redness or discharge. There is no lymph node enlargement.
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
