RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Focused Left Knee Exam: Negative tenderness to palpation in the bursal region. No edema. No erythema. Appropriate amount of fluid. Grossly intact ligaments.
ASSESSMENT: Left knee strain.

PLAN: In the office, x-ray showed no signs of a fracture. Advised the patient to follow up with PCP for MRI to further evaluate for any soft tissue damage. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
