CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

EXTREMITIES: Focused Physical Exam of the Left Pinkie Toe: Noted 1 cm blister, it is tender to touch and is closed, not draining, with mild erythema, mild edema. Capillary refill distally is within normal limits.
ASSESSMENT: Friction blister and pain, left foot, possible cellulitis.

PLAN: Precautionary due to being close to the joint, we will provide Keflex at this time. Advised the patient to come off the Augmentin at this time and to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
