This is a 76-year-old female with multiple medical problems who was admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because she was not able to take care of herself.  She had few hospitalizations recently needing both bilateral nephrostomy tubes from ovarian cancer causing urethral obstruction, history of pulmonary embolism along with atrial fibrillation and peripheral neuropathy.  Now she is feeling better.  Denies any nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, shortness of breath, loss of consciousness, fever or chills.

Significant for ovarian cancer, causing complications of urethral obstruction and neuropathy from chemotherapy, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, and pulmonary embolism.

Denies smoking, drinking or drug abuse.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x3.  Hemodynamically stable.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.

Pulmonary embolism, atrial fibrillation, peripheral neuropathy from chemotherapy, and stage IV ovarian cancer.
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P:
The patient is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because she was not able to take care of herself.  She has bilateral nephrostomy tubes.  She will be seeing specialist for outpatient followup.  Now she is eating better.  She is going to the bathroom okay.  She is on gabapentin for neuropathy.  Total time spent during admission was more than 50 minutes including reviewing old medical records, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.
