CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right finger growth, erectile dysfunction and muscle weakness generalized.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed right finger lesion. It has been there for the past several months and it is growing. It is not bleeding.
The patient also noticed erectile dysfunction for the past several months and he has used over-the-counter medications without any relief.
The patient has generalized weakness and he lost some weight. The patient advised to start exercises and also to increase protein intake.

The patient is scheduled for a blood test and total testosterone along with CBC and hemoglobin A1c.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or focal weakness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is newly married. He works in ETN Cooing System. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right finger examination reveals 0.5 cm sized skin growth consistent with wart. It is mildly tender without any bleeding.
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
