Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mrs. Sun.  Comes accompanied with son as she does not speak English fluently.  No hospital emergency room.  She keeps herself very active.  Likes to go to the casino.  I did an extensive review of systems being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Tolerating lisinopril, cholesterol and triglyceride treatment.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home in the 120s-130s/60s.  There is no respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Very pleasant.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.36, GFR 38, which still is with baseline.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorous.  Anemia 11.9.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB for the most part is stable, not symptomatic.  No indication for dialysis.  Has relative small kidneys without obstruction or severe urinary retention.  Blood pressure in the office higher and at home well controlled.  No need to change diet for potassium or add bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  PTH needs to be updated for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
