Dear Sirs at Ninkee:

This is a followup for Mr. Waynee with chronic kidney disease probably from diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  Emergency room visit.  Cholecystitis without stones, eventually elective laparoscopic gallbladder surgery done Dr. Uzmann at McLaren outpatient surgery.  No complications.  Minimal tenderness on laparoscopic site.  No nausea, vomiting, or fever.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urination.  Comes accompanied with wife.  He has memory issues.  There has been prior falls at least four of them with some sprain of the left ankle.  No fracture.  Other review of system done extensively being negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight the Coreg, losartan, cholesterol, triglycerides treatment, and insulin short long acting.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 184 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 150/80.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  I saw the laparoscopic site minimal inflammatory changes without induration.  No cellulitis.  No tenderness.  No peritonitis.  No gross edema.  Memory issues but normally speech, nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries from April, creatinine 1.3 has been as high as 1.8, fluctuating levels over the last 10 years.  Anemia 10.5.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Blood test was done at the time of cholecystitis with a low albumin.  Normal sodium, potassium, and elevated bicarbonate.  Normal calcium and phosphorus.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III for the most part stable.  Underlying diabetes and hypertension.  Blood pressure in the office relatively high at home apparently okay.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders or bicarbonate.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Tolerating losartan.  We do dialysis for GFR less than 15 and symptoms, which is not the case.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
