Dear Dr. Boyk:

This is a followup for Richard with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  Comes accompanied with wife.  No hospital visits.  Question some vertigo when looking up but without any focal deficit.  No headaches.  No double vision.  Has slow urination but no cloudiness, blood, or infection.  Still smoking one and half packs every day.  Chronic cough.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No use of oxygen.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I will highlight hydralazine, metoprolol, Norvasc, valsartan, Lasix as needed, Farxiga, and anticoagulation Xarelto.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 130/55.  COPD abnormalities but no respiratory distress.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal tenderness.  No major edema.

Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.69 representing a GFR 43.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III appears stable, no progression, not symptomatic.  Prior obstructive uropathy at the time of right-sided stone background also of diabetes and hypertension.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  Tolerating Farxiga without infection.  Only uses diuretic as needed.  Electrolytes and acid base good.  No phosphorus binders.  No EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
