HISTORY: Mohsin Afia is approximately 29-year-old. The patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident. It was approximately three days ago. I would like to address that she does not have any significant medical problems. She has never had any surgery. She is relatively in good health.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 115/78.

Pulse 79.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Pupil equal and reactive.
NECK: Supple.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: There is tenderness on the lumbosacral section. There is tenderness long side the spinal area of the neck at the C-spine between C1-C7. X-rays of the neck revealed a whiplash, x-rays of the lumbosacral spine does not reveal any problems whatsoever it appears to be associated with a whiplash. Muscle spasm unknown etiology at present time. I will suggest to start taking medications, Robaxin 500 mg twice a day and ibuprofen 400 mg q.6h. as needed. The patient will follow up with me in the next two weeks and in regards to the accident she was wearing seatbelt. There is no windshield breaks or any kind of glass breaks in the car. She was hit from behind and she was on a standstill.
