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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in July 2021, the patient was in Georgia.  The patient tells me that he was performing airborne training exercise.  He was jumping off the plane in a parachute.  The patient tells me when he landed on the ground, he landed and hit the head.  The patient tells me that he was wearing helmet.  The patient tells me that he hit the head and he has headaches and dizziness symptoms.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he felt “weird” for short period of time.  The patient got back and started the training.
The patient tells me in August 2023, the patient was in Ranger School in Georgia.  The patient tells me that he was speed walking downhill.  The patient lost the foot and fell.  The patient tells me he hurt his ankle.  The patient tells me he hit the head.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.
The patient tells me in 2021, the patient was in Georgia.  The patient was working with ammunition and explosions.  The patient tells me that there was a lot of C4 explosion.  The patient tells me that the explosions caused him to have ringing in the ears.  Denies any loss of consciousness.
The patient has random movement of dizziness.  The patient has forgetfulness.  The patient is easy to forget.  The patient has mood swings.  The patient also sense of the confusion.
It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  In 2021, the patient was in Georgia.  The patient was parachuting for airborne training.  The patient landed on the ground to hit the head.  However, he did not lose consciousness.  There is no significant confusion.  Denies any significant headaches.  It is my opinion that the events was not severe enough for to cause traumatic brain injury.  The patient also in 2023 in Georgia, the patient was speed walking down the hill, lost footing and fell down hit the head.  Again, he did not lose consciousness.  Do not believe that was severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.  In 2021, the patient was in Georgia had explosion and demolition work.  I do not believe that was severe enough the past traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.
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
