Thank you for your continued support.

Mr. Bruce is 65-year-old male who was diagnosed to have multiple myeloma in September 2022 when his presentation was with severe anemia. Bone scans showing multiple lesion and IgG of 7800. The patient initially was started on Velcade, Revlimid, and dexamethasone. The patient had a good response. However, during COVID time he was hospitalized twice and also had pulmonary embolism requiring hospitalization and anticoagulation. The patient is doing well. Now, he was taken off of chemotherapy few months ago and was continued on Revlimid as a single agent maintenance therapy. However, his IgG started increasing so in late February early March patient was started on Darzalex 1800 units with Revlimid 25 mg two weeks on two weeks off and dexamethasone 20 mg weekly. He gets Darzalex 1800 units weekly.

Today, he had sixth shot of darzalex given.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 65-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 191 pounds, and blood pressure 126/57.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.
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His last IgG was 2600 I think the one before was 1400.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Multiple myeloma relapsed.

2. On Darzalex, Revlimid, dexamethasone on chemotherapy.

3. Anemia from Revlimid.

4. Diabetes.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Plan is to continue him on DRD and we will let you know about his progress.
