Thank you for your continued support.

Joanna is an 81-year-old female who I have been seeing for last 10 plus years. She has myelodysplastic syndrome and resultant anemia. She gets Procrit every two weeks.

SYMPTOMS: She generally has some weakness.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has myelodysplastic syndrome for which she has been on Procrit for last few years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 81-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 177 pounds, and blood pressure 145/70.

Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her latest CBC done on beginning of April showed hemoglobin of 8.5 and hematocrit was 35.9. Her platelets were 155,000 and WBC count was 5.7. Her creatinine was 1.5.
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DIAGNOSIS: Myelodysplastic syndrome and anemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Today, we will go ahead and give her 40,000 units of Procrit and will see her in two weeks.
