HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2022, in Texas, at Fort Hood.  The patient tells me that he was pulling a sled for 25 meters.  He tells me he has suddenly lost footing, lost his balance.  He fell and hit the head.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  He just had a head pain.  He felt dazed.  Then he stood up again and kept pulling the sled.  He fell for the second time and hit the left side of the head.  The patient had head pain.  Denies any lose of consciousness. Denies any confusion.  The patient was evaluated at the medical clinic.
Since the event, the patient has headaches, sensitivity to light, nausea, migraine, and tinnitus.  The patient tells me that he get upset easily.  The patient has mood swings.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.
The patient is currently a student.  The patient tells me that his symptoms affecting his performance in school.  He feels that he is over violent. His headaches are affecting his concentration and focus at work.
It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  In 2012, the patient was in Fort Hood in Texas.  The patient was pulling a sled.  He lost footing and fell.  This happened twice and he fell down and hit the head.  However, there is no loss of consciousness.  It is my opinion that the impact from this was not severe enough for diagnosis of traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury from this incident.
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
