Dear Dr. Abimbola:
This is a followup for Mr. Anderson with renal failure, right-sided nephrectomy, CHF and low ejection fraction.  Last visit in October.  No hospital emergency room.  Has lost weight on purpose.  He is trying to reach down to 200, presently 207, was 214.  Two meals a day he is satisfied.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urine output.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Stable dyspnea on activity.  No oxygen.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Bilateral hip pain arthritis.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight bisoprolol, Entresto, Lasix, only two to three days a week Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 140/58 right-sided.  Lungs are distant clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Tympanic abdomen.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 2.03, which is baseline and GFR 32 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, right-sided nephrectomy.  Kidney function is stable, no progression, not symptomatic.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Minor high potassium probably from Entresto.  Does not require treatment.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  No bicarbonate.  Normal sodium level, nutrition and calcium.  No phosphorus binders.  CHF is stable on present medications.  Follows Dr. Alkkiek.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
