I saw Kim dialysis on April 16 in person, recent right-sided AV fistula clotted and recent revision on April 11.  We are using a dialysis catheter.  We do not remove fluid as he has obligated losses ostomy.  He comes two days a week only.
I review medications and all the labs.  There are no localized rales or wheezes.  There is no pericardial rub.  There is no edema.
Review of Systems:  Done, otherwise being negative.

Assessment and Plan:  End-stage renal disease.  He is at target weight.  Blood pressure is stable.  Anemia on treatment above 10.  Good levels of iron.  Good clearance.  No fluid removal.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Phosphorus elevated, only takes TUMS, no binders.  This is better than before but missed further improvement.  Discussed about potential using binders, at this moment he declines.  PTH is stable.  Potassium stable.  Metabolic acidosis from GI losses.  All issues discussed and questions answered.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
