I saw Scott during dialysis on April 16.  Right-sided AV fistula working well.  He fell at home three weeks ago.  No loss of consciousness.  No emergency room.  No syncope.  Nothing to suggest fracture or significant trauma.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.
Physical Examination:  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  There is obesity.  Has a chronic ulcer on the left heel stable but not improving.  No antibiotics.  Follows with wound clinic at Alma.  They are discussing potentially going back to vascular surgeon.
Labs:  All labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  End-stage renal disease from diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Fistula working well.  Needs to restrict fluid intake a little bit more although he is very close to target weight.  Recent problems of depression.  Dose of Effexor increased up to 75 mg a week ago.  Monitor for blood pressure.  Blood pressure already remains in the upper side.  There is good control of anemia and iron levels.  Good clearance.  Calcium is elevated as well as phosphorus.  We discussed the importance of diet restriction.  He forgets binders, needs to be more compliant.  Present PTH is normal.  Potassium upper side.  Normal acid base.  All issues discussed with the patient at length.  He is not interested on a transplant.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
