I saw Tammy during dialysis on April 16.  Because of anxiety she gets Benadryl, which makes her very sleepy through the treatment.  She is a nursing home patient next door Laurels.  She was able to answer questions.  Denies recent visit to the emergency room.  There is isolated off and on nausea and sometimes vomiting.  No bleeding.  No chest pain, palpitations or increase of dyspnea.  Uses oxygen 24 hours.  Stable edema.  No problems with the AV fistula in terms of bleeding.  No problems with cannulation.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.
Physical Examination:  Morbid obesity without any rales.  No pericardial rub.  Minor edema.  Nonfocal.  Alert and oriented x3.
Assessment and Plan:  End-stage renal disease and hypertension.  No problems with the AV fistula.  Watch on the fluid intake relatively high UF reaches target weight.  Blood pressure normal to high.  Good clearance.  Calcium in the low side.  High phosphorus.  Discussed about diet and binders.  PTH mildly decreased.  Nutrition improving.  Apparently has not qualified for extra protein supplements.  Most recent potassium and acid base stable.  She follows cardiology Dr. Krepostman.  Hemoglobin has dropped but no external bleeding.  Continue anemia hormone replacement.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
