I saw Janet during dialysis today April 16.  Has left-sided parotid mass with associated left-sided facial paralysis.  Some pain but not severe.  Follows with ENT Midland.  Plans for surgery June 2.  Still smoking, but has cut down.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.
Physical Examination:  COPD abnormalities although very few rhonchi.  Presently no wheezing or pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  There is obesity.  Minor edema.  Left-sided AV fistula without problems.  The mass on the left-sided of the neck.
Labs:  Labs review.

Assessment and Plan:  End-stage renal disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Come in three days a week.  No problems with the fistula.  Clearance decreased, will be rechecked.  She is reaching target weight.  Acceptable fluid intake.  Blood pressure stable in the normal low.  Good control of anemia, calcium, phosphorus and parathyroid.  Acceptable nutrition.  Low normal potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Encouraged to discontinue smoking.  Follow ENT for the parotid mass associated facial paralysis.  No evidence of respiratory distress not requiring any oxygen.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
