I saw Kelly during dialysis on April 16.  Good urine output.  No fluid removal.  Blood pressure better control.  Having hard time following a diet restricted for potassium and phosphorus.  There is a friend that might want to donate a kidney for him through Beaumont System.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 150/80.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Labs review.

Assessment and Plan:  End-stage renal disease and hypertension.  Compliant come into dialysis treatment.  AV fistula left-sided without problems.  No bleeding.  He is below target weight.  Blood pressure high but states to be compliant with medications.  Anemia and iron studies are good.  Phosphorus is a problem for him to restricted diet.  Normal calcium.  Elevated PTH.  Normal clearance.  Improving albumin.  Very high potassium.  He is taking Lokelma, also tolerating phosphorous blocker Xphozah.  On transplant list.  All issues discuss with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
