HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Funderburk is a 64-year-old woman comes in today with right-sided pain; on or about 04/03/2025, she fell between the potty and a bathtub. She complained of pain over her ribs underneath the right breast. X-rays here showed possible evidence of rib fracture. She was sent for CT; CT of the upper abdomen and chest were all within normal limits. No evidence of rib fracture was noted. She comes in today complaining of pain. She took some Tylenol No.3, which gives her some pain relief, but pain comes back. She does a lot of running around, she is a police officer for Cleveland Independent School District, so she does wrestle with kids; pulls them down, holds them down and is very active. She also has a history of hypertension. She has had palpitations, right upper quadrant pain; one must consider gallstones. Some nausea. No vomiting. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. She is divorced. She has one child.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, asthma, PTSD, and neuropathy.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, tonsillectomy, foot surgery, and knee surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Include metoprolol succinate 25 mg once a day, gabapentin 300 mg up to twice a day, Tylenol p.r.n., and losartan 25 mg a day.

ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.
MAINTENANCE EXAMINATION: Colonoscopy was done before. She needs another one because they found polyp and she did not go back. I told her that is foolish because that it could turn into cancer. Mammogram is due later this year; she has an order from her regular doctor to do so.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for stroke, diabetes, colon cancer. No breast cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does drink from time-to-time. She does not smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 146 pounds; her weight is up actually about 7 pounds, O2 sat 99%, temperature 97, respiratory rate 20, pulse 75, and blood pressure 158/84.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal. There is tenderness over the right breast, underneath the right breast.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right-sided chest pain.
2. Pain underneath the right breast.

3. CT of the chest is negative.
4. X-ray is negative.

5. Ultrasound of the abdomen is negative. She does have fatty liver. She has had a history of leg pain and arm pain. We looked at her upper extremities and lower extremities for DVT or PVD, none was found.
6. We did find two thyroid cysts on the left side 0.25 and 0.33. Because of vertigo and a family history of stroke, we did an ultrasound of her carotid, which was within normal limits.

7. She also has had a hysterectomy. No abnormality was seen there.

8. Because of palpitation, we looked at her heart, which was within normal limits with an ejection fraction of 60 to 65%.

9. Mammogram later this year. Colonoscopy ASAP. I told her that is very important to make sure she does not have any polyps.
10. Her recent CT of the abdomen was negative.

11. Take two Tylenol and two Motrin three times a day.

12. Take Tylenol No.3 only if needed.

13. May be at nighttime.

14. CT reviewed with the patient.

15. The patient was observed to be able to walk around without any issues or problems and was able to jump out of bed. The patient just wanted to make sure everything was okay and that she was very reassured that we did not find any abnormality.
