Thank you for referring Mr. Jerson Fulgencio for Infectious Diseases evaluation.
As you know, the patient was recently hospitalized at Jersey City Medical Center where he was found to have severe otitis externa with sinusitis and was diagnosed with Bell’s palsy. He was found to have coxsackievirus ______ positive. The patient received an initial course of IV antibiotic therapy followed by oral antiviral therapy and improved with steroids.
The patient is improving symptomatically, the lesions his external ear resolved, both, has some mild problematic hearing on the left side, may benefit from formal hearing testing.
No further diagnostic testing or therapy prescribed at this time although the patient has been encouraged to follow up in about six weeks’ time and contact me if there are any problems along the way.
