Thank you for referring Ms. Kieu Hang (DOB: 02/15/1988).
As you know, the patient is a 37-year-old female who is pregnant and was recently diagnosed with hepatitis B.
The patient has no symptoms at this time. There is no fever. No jaundice. No GI symptomatology. The hepatitis B was diagnosed during routine screening for pregnancy. A complete history and physical examination were otherwise normal.
Laboratory evaluation revealed hepatitis B viral DNA less than 1000 and no signs or symptoms of advanced liver disease. Her fibrosis score was very low and, according to current guidelines, no specific antiviral therapy is indicated at this time.
The child should be vaccinated and receive hepatitis B immunoglobulin at birth. Her partner has also been advised to get vaccinated if necessary. He will be screened according to the patient.
The patient will follow up in a short interval and further recommendations will be forwarded to your attention.
