CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion and occasional acid reflux. Also the patient came today as a followup for lung condition and kidney condition.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has nasal congestion on and off and it is associated with left-sided earache. The patient denied any fever or chills and there was no ear discharge or bleeding.

The patient has GERD and she is seeing a gastroenterologist. She has appointment in the next 10 days and the patient is not having any severe reflux and denied any nausea, vomiting or heartburn.

The patient came today as a followup for lung and kidney status. The patient denied any cough or fever and there was no exposure to any serious illnesses or allergies. The patient denied any blood in the urine and there was no burning urination.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 5 mg tablet once a day and lisinopril 5 mg two tablets twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of GERD and she is on pantoprazole 40 mg one tablet a day and also the patient was prescribed sucralfate by gastroenterologist 1 g tablet one hour before each meal; however, the patient stated that she is not able to swallow the pill and requesting a liquid form.

The patient has a chronic rhinitis and she is on montelukast 10 mg once a day and nasal spray fluticasone one puff each nostril as needed.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals chronic nasal hypertrophy and deformity due to burn injuries. Left tympanic membrane could not be visualized; however, there is no bleeding or discharge.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
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
