CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for followup for left humerus fracture, accidental fall, and followup for abnormal CT scan of the brain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that she lost balance at home and fell down resulting in the fracture of the right humerus and the patient was seen in the emergency room and then she was seen by orthopedic specialist and the patient is on immobilizer and it is comminuted fracture. The patient is able to move the right hand and the fingers without any pain.
The patient is using a walker now and also wheelchair to prevent any more falls.
In the emergency room the patient had a CT scan of the brain and it showed cyst in the third ventricle and neurosurgical service was consulted on the phone and she do not require any further evaluation; however, she is going to have an outpatient followup. The patient denied any headache or dizziness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied vision problem, ear problem, sore throat, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, urinary or bowel incontinence, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for atrial fibrillation and she is on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 30 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and she is on levothyroxine 75 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on metoprolol 50 mg tablet one tablet a day and spironolactone 25 mg one tablet twice a day. The patient is also on Gemtesa 75 mg one tablet a day by the specialist.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she is currently retired. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Her activity is limited due to frequent falls.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is oriented x3, follows all the commands and she walks with walker. The patient has immobilizer on the right arm; however, she is able to move the hands and the fingers.
I had a long discussion with the patient and her husband and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction  and they verbalized full understanding.
